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2009-10 Property Tax Statements will be mailed October 23, 2009

For 2009-10, more than 172,000 property tax statements will be mailed to Lane County  

taxpayers beginning October 23, 2009. November 15, 2009 falls on a weekend this year, so the first due date will be Monday, November 16, 2009.

Lane County Property taxes are payable in three installments with the first payment due on November 16, 2009. The second trimester payment is due on February 16, 2010, and the third trimester on May 17, 2010. Taxpayers will receive a discount if full or two-thirds payments are made or postmarked on or before November 16, 2009. Those who make a full payment will receive a 3 percent discount and two-thirds payments will receive a 2 percent discount on the portion paid. All 2009-10 tax payments are due in full by May 17, 2010.

Lane County Assessment and Taxation is able to accept MasterCard, Visa or e-check payments online. This option is only available through our website and not when making payments in person or through the mail. If you wish to make an online payment, please visit our website at www.lanecounty.org/at and click Online Payments. The bank charges a processing fee assessed to the taxpayer with either online payment option.

Lane County uses US Bank’s Lockbox Service to expedite the collection of and to streamline our processing of property tax payments. For the November property tax payments only, taxpayers will send their payments to a post office box in Portland – Lane County Tax Collector, PO Box 3014, Portland, OR 97208-3014. Payments are deposited into the county’s checking account the same day as they are received.  Funds are then dispersed to all of the local taxing districts. 
After November 16, 2009, please remit all payments directly to Lane County Assessment and Taxation at 125 E. 8th Avenue, Eugene, Oregon, 97401. If you have any questions about your account, you can call our Public Information Line at (541) 682-4321 between 10 a.m. and 12 p.m. and from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m., Monday through Friday. Most Lane County property owners pay their taxes by mail. Mailed payments must be      postmarked on or before each due date. State law requires that the postmark date be recognized as the mailing date. Since post offices in outlying areas often bring the mail to a central location for postmarking, the postmarks may not be applied on the day mailed, resulting in a possible loss of discount and interest on the past due portion.
Interest is calculated on any past due amounts one day following the respective due date of each installment. Delinquent taxes need to be paid by November 16, 2009, to avoid additional interest charges.

Payments will continue to be accepted at the Tax Payment Counter on the lower level of the Public Service Building, 125 E. Eighth Ave. in Eugene. If you would like a receipt for payment, the tax payment counter is open from 10 a.m. to 12 p.m. and 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. If you do not need a receipt, you can utilize the drop box in the Public Service Building or any of the eight tax payment drive by drop boxes. The Public Service Building is open 

8 a.m. to 5 p.m., Monday through Friday. 

Property owners who have a mortgage company that pays their property taxes should check with their lender if they have questions, to avoid the inconvenience of making duplicate payments.

Property owners who wish to appeal their real market value should file an appeal with the County Board of Property Tax Appeals October 23, 2009 through December 31, 2009. The board can only hear appeals for the 2009-10 tax year. Forms are available from Lane County Deeds and Records and all appeals should be filed at the County Deeds and Records office. Forms will also be made available on Lane County’s website at www.lanecounty.org/appeals.

The Lane County Assessor/Tax Collector collects property tax on behalf of 82 separate taxing districts including cities, schools, education service districts, water districts, rural fire districts, urban renewal districts and other taxing districts such as park and recreation, library and ambulance districts.  About 49 percent of your property tax dollar goes to education; 34 percent goes to cities; 3 percent goes to fire districts; and 5 percent goes to other districts such as ambulance, library, and water districts. Lane County keeps only 9 percent of each tax dollar collected.
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
